
 

 

Nominated for induction into the Country Music DJ Hall of Fame 

 
 

¶ 1986-Kevin wins a contest on WSCG in his hometown of Corinth, New York, 

introducing him to local DJ Joan Crane.  At age12 he bugs Joan and Program Director 

Stan Edwards to let him ñhang outò at the little radio station.   Kevin is then welcomed 

back to run automation tapes and learn how to run a radio station (unofficial summer 

intern program). 

¶ 1987-Hosts the Sunday afternoon top 93 Country Countdown on WSCG and continues to 

visit and fill-in after school.  Kevin obtains a child actors permit from the Town Offices 

in Corinth to legally work under the legal working age. 

¶ 1988-Hosts afternoons on WSCG, walking to the radio station after school. 

¶ 1989-Hosts afternoons and a live request show on Saturday for WSCG.  Kevin begins 

doing the school announcements and hosting the local school talent show every year.  In addition, he presents a project 

on Country Music in his Music Appreciation class.  Kevin is hesitant about how his peers will react, as Country Music 

was not popular with fellow classmates.  After the presentation, Kevin learns that Country Music is popular with the 

other students, who were also shy about expressing their true musical tastes. 

¶ 1990-Officially starts his mobile DJ company by playing school dances, 

weddings and parties.   

¶ 1991-Moves to WSTL (ñWhistle 

Countryò) in Glens Falls, New York 

(after WSCG goes dark).  Kevin hosts a 

Saturday afternoon request show, relying 

on his mom and grandparents to bring 

him to work every weekend.   

¶ 1992-Graduates high school and is 

promoted to assistant promotions director 

and afternoon host at WSTL.   Kevin then moves over to the new WMYY in Schoharie, 

New York, simulcast on WBAR in Glens Falls, New York.  WMYY closes and Kevin 

becomes morning show host and program director for WBAR.  Hosts his first concerts by 

introducing Kitty Wells and Hank Thompson at the Glad Rag Saloon 

in Greenfield, New York and The Statler Brothers at the Glens Falls 

Civic Center 

¶ 1993-Kevin starts a Country 

Line Dance night, teaching 

line dancing and playing 

Country Music in local clubs, 

bars, and community centers 

to subsidize his income.  

Kevin also makes the decision to go back to school to pursue a degree in Mass 

Communications at Adirondack Community College. 



 

 

¶ 1994-WBAR goes dark and WCDA (ñCD Countryò) comes on the air in the Albany market.  Kevin is offered a position 

as fill-in and weekend host.   Kevin continues to host line dance nights and attend Adirondack Community College.  

Kevin begins listener bus trips to Country Music shows and events.  The first is a trip to the Hunter Mountain Country 

Music Festival to see Marty Stuart.  The ñIn Country Networkò asks Kevin to host an independent Country Music show, 

featuring Northeast artists on 3 small New York radio stations. 

 

¶ 1995-Kevin is offered his dream job at 

Country 107.7/WGNA-FM.  WGNA is a 

heritage 50,000 watt radio station, that 

frequently ranks #1 in the ratings out of all 

formats.  Kevin starts part-time, filling in for 

the full-time DJs and hosts two regular 

weekend shows, The Hometown Countdown 

and The WGNA Hall of Fame Show.  Kevin 

produces his first trip to Nashville, and his 

Country Dancers appear on TNNôs Wildhorse Saloon, where Kevin is interviewed on 

national television.  The Northeast Country Music Association presents Kevin with 

the first of 8 awards during his career.1996-Kevin decides to go back to school to 

earn a Bachelorôs degree in Mass 

Communication at Plattsburgh State 

University, two hours from Albany.  

Kevin makes two trips every week to 

keep his name and business relevant within the Country Community.  

Every Wednesday Kevin would travel to host a big country night at a roller 

skating rink (to pay his way through college).  Then, every Sunday Kevin 

would host The WGNA Sunday Morning Hall of Fame and the Hometown 

Countdown on Sunday evenings.  Kevin would also serve as the main fill-

in during winter and summer breaks. 

¶ 1997-Hosts and produces his third country dance trip to TNNôs 

Wildhorse Saloon, where he is interviewed and leads a group of 50 

dancers in a Country Line Dance on national television.  Kevin 

continues to host shows on WGNA, with the hopes of being on the air 

full time. 

¶ 1998-Hosts a country dance show at Walt Disney World, as part of 

Magic Music Days.  Then, is brought on to host a dance party and 

work with Lon Helton on board a Norwegian Country Cruise, 

featuring George Jones and Ty Herndon.  This is the first of three 

cruises that Kevin would work, before launching his own. 

¶ 1999-Graduates Plattsburgh State University with a degree is Mass 

Communications.  Kevin is hired full-time by WGNA to host the 

ñCryinô Lovinô Leavinô Showò (7-Midnight).  Kevin hosts and produces a 

listener trip to Fan Fair, where he also hosts a dance party at the Wildhorse 

Saloon.  Kevin earns a CMA nomination for medium market broadcast 

personality of the year.  Kevin 

hosts a Country Trivia Game 

Show as the ñopening actò of the 

musical ñAlways Patsy Clineò at 

Capital Repertory Theater in 

Albany.  Kevin is offered the 

chance to write ñU.S. Country 

Music Newsò for Australiaôs Country Gossô Magazine, for two years he 

transcribes his radio interviews and shares the latest Nashville News. 

¶ 2000-Kevin continues to share his love of Country Music every day on 

WGNA.   However, he lands another show on Sirius Satellite Radio.  

Kevin commutes once a week to record several weekend shows for The 

Roadhouse and Prime Country on Sirus in New York City.  In addition, 

Kevin returns to Disney to host another Country Dance Show.  This 



time Kevin enlists 88 dancers to participate in the show, dancing to Country Music on stage at Walt Disney World.   

¶ 2001- Kevin continues hosting shows for WGNA and Sirius Satellite Radio.  Kevin hosts a listener bus trip to see Reba 

in ñAnnie Get Your Gunò on Broadway.   Kevin hosts the first of 8 bus trips to see concerts at Turning Stone Casino 

(later named the ACM Casino of the year).  Kevin earns the Capitalism Award from the PRODOS Institute for Global 

Freedom, Invention, and Prosperity.   

¶ 2002-Hosts another listener trip to the CMA Music Festival.  Kevin brings his Classic 

Country Hall of Fame Show listeners to see the Statler Brothers Farewell Tour in 

Utica, New York.  Plattsburgh State University presents him with the Alumni Service 

Award. 
¶ 2003-Produces and hosts a listener trip to the ACM awards in Las Vegas.  Kevin hosts 

and produces a listener bus trip to see Albamaôs Farewell tour in Hershey, 

Pennsylvania.  Kevin continues to keep WGNAôs ñCryinô Lovinô or Leavinô Showò 

and ñThe Sunday Morning Classic Country Hall of Fame Showò at the top of the 

ratings. 

 

 
 

¶ 2004-Produces and hosts a listener/dance trip to Texas.  Records and produces a special ñBoot Scootinô Saturday Nightò 

show with Joe Nichols from Gilleyôs Texas for Sirius Satellite Radio.  Kevin continues working nights for WGNA and 

taking the train to New York City once a week to record shows for Sirius.  Kevin is inducted into the Northeast CMA 

Hall of Fame. 

 

¶ 2005-Promoted to the afternoon shift on WGNA (3-7pm) and is dropped by Sirius, as they start staffing with Nashville 

talent.  Kevin fills two buses to attend the CMA awards in New York City.  Plus, 

the group attends the Grand Ole Opry at 

Carnegie Hall.  Kevin is asked to write 

scripts and appear on WMHT-PBS TV as 

part of their on-going Country Music 

Television Specials.  Kevin is named the 

most popular Air Personality in the Capital 

Region of New York by the readers of 

Metroland Magazine. 



 
¶ 2006-Wins a CMA award for medium market broadcast personality of the year.  Kevin produces an independent 

ñCracker Barrel Songs of the Yearò radio special, in the hopes that the CD would be played in Cracker Barrel stores to 

promote the album.   

 

  
 

¶ 2007-Continues to host afternoons on WGNA and weekly country dance nights.  After working on three Country 

Cruises, Kevin decides to produce and market his own.  In 2007, Kevin recruits Mel Tillis, The Bellamy Brothers, Suzy 

Bogguss, and Collin Raye to perform on his cruise.  Kevin hosts a bus trip to see Reba at Turning Stone Casino, Melissa 

Peterman (Barbara Jean) joins Kevin on his bus for a ñlive skitò to greet his passengers.  Kevin also finds time to host his 

third Country Dance Show at Walt Disney Worldôs Magic Music Days. 

 

 
 

¶ 2008-Leads a trip to Dollywood, where he hosts a Country Dance Show in the park.  Kevin returns to Nashville to serve 

as an emcee for a benefit concert at the Ernest Tubb Theater with RFD-TVs David Church, Jack Greene, Judy Rodman, 

and others to benefit local childrenôs charities.  After a management restructure, Kevin is moved to the Midday shift (10-

3) on WGNA.  Kevin realizes another dream come true, by booking, promoting, and producing a Classic Country
